
Staying safe and helping others

The only way to avoid all the risks is to not take 
drugs which are not prescribed for you. However, 
if you do choose to take them, remember:
• Go low and slow - Be extra cautious about the

sources from which you get your drugs, and about
the drugs you are taking; maybe starting with just a
quarter hit of a new supply.

• Do not use alone; make sure that someone you
trust is present and equipped with a couple of
Naloxone kits.

• If using with others, it’s best if only one person uses
the drug first and uses less as a test dose.

• Don't mix drugs: Using more than one drug
increases your risks of overdose, including mixing
with alcohol.

• Look after your friends: look out for the signs of
an overdose, e.g. loss of consciousness, shallow
or absent breathing, ‘snoring’ or loud ‘rasping’,
and/or blue lips or fingertips

• Be prepared to call immediately for an
ambulance if someone overdoses and
administer Naloxone if available. Make sure
you have enough Naloxone available. More
doses of Naloxone may be needed to recover
from an opiate overdose.

	Give more information on the drug: There have been several overdoses during June 2024. It is now confirmed that Nitazenes are circulating in certain substances. 



Nitazenes (a type of synthetic opiate) are causing overdoses and deaths across the UK. 



Previously thought to be found mainly in adulterated illicit heroin and fake opioid tablets, 

reports are now emerging of Nitazenes being found in other illicit drugs, not only in opiates.



Nitazenes may be hundreds of times more potent than heroin and can be at least as potent 

as Fentanyl. They are extremely dangerous. 



Due to Nitazenes being found in a growing range of illicit drugs, the advice is to treat any 

drug as if it could be something else and follow the guidance below.
